Year 10 English Spoken Language Examination

Following the mock examination week, Year 10 students will be preparing for and undertaking their English
Spoken Language Examination. This examination is certified as an endorsement on the English Language
GCSE certificate, so is a result that employers and education providers will see and note for your child in the
future. Itis also preparation for interviews in the future. As such, it is an important examination.

The examination consists of a short presentation given by the student on a topic of their choice and agreed
with their teacher in advance. Students will then answer questions on this topic for a further five minutes.
The presentations will be recorded for moderation and for the examination board. This is a requirement.

You can support your child’s preparation for this examination by asking them to practise their presentation
with you and asking them questions about their presentation.

Students will prepare in English lessons in the weeks beginning 28th June and 5th July. Exams will take place,
in small groups with a teacher examiner, in the week beginning Monday 12th July. A letter has been given to
your child by their tutor with the date and time of their exam.

Examinations will take place in the meeting rooms in the administration block, to avoid any distraction or
noise from other parts of the school. Please remind your child to arrive promptly for their examination, and
support them with preparation for this.
